hypocritically
using ICC to

pressure Sudan

he U.S. State Department

I has asked the International
Criminal Court at The Ha-

gue to issue an arrest warrant for
Sudanese President Omar Hassan
al-Bashir, which, if issued, would
set a dangerous legal precedent
for international relations since
it would be the first time the ICC
tried a sitting head of state.

ICC Chief Prosecutor Luis Mo-
reno Ocampo is set to ask the
court to issue a warrant for the
Sudanese president’s arrest on
Monday based on the allegation
that he is guilty of war crimes in
Darfur.

Al-Bashir is the president of Su-
dan, who acts based on his legal
duties, and the ICC has no right
to interfere in the internal affairs of
his country.

The Darfur conflict became a
hot issue for the Sudanese go-
vernment in 2003 due to certain
regional and international develo-
pments.

The Darfur residents had lived
peacefully under the central go-
vernment for many decades and
never thought about seceding fr¢
Sudan, but interference by cert@in
neighbors and extra-regional -
wers like the U.S. and Britain igli-
ted a fire in western Sudan.

The ethnic diversity of westdin
Sudan provided fertile ground
the creation of a very volatile si
ation, and thus the neocolonialls
powers found a pretext to presg
re Khartoum.

Arms shipments to Darfur
Britain and the United Statds
which were made to spark a clyi
war, created a very complex si
ation for the central governme
and Khartoum invited the A
League and the African Union to
various conferences to find a solu-
tion to the Darfur crisis.

However, since the U.S. and
Britain have been pursuing a parti-
tion policy in regard to Sudan, they
torpedoed all agreements reached
at the conferences.

The conflict in the Darfur regi-
on has halted all Sudan’s deve-
lopment projects and created a
severe economic downturn in the
country, despite its great potential,
especially in the agricultural sec-
tor.
